2025/2026-0s versenyszezon

A Magyar Kupa sorozatban négy hazai verseny szerepel: a Mikulas Kupa, a Csizmadia Kupa, a Jasz Kupa és a
Tisza Kupa. A sorozatban csak olyan magyar versenyz0 keriilhet értékelésre, aki legalabb két eseményen részt vesz.
Az életkori kategoriak: A, B, C, D, E, F, nemenként kiilon-kiilon. A versenyzok csak a sajat kategoridjukban elért
eredmények alapjan szerezhetnek magyar kupa pontokat. Alapvetden a G korcsoport versenyzdit az F kategoria
részeként értelmezziik. Amennyiben a G korcsoport kiilon versenyez, az elért helyezéseiket az F kategoria végére
soroljuk, a hosszu-, rovid- és kozéptavokat figyelembe véve. Az egyéb korosztalyokban azokon a versenyeken, ahol
Osszevontan versenyeznek, a kategoriakra bontott eredmények a mérvadoak. A valtok A-B kategoriaban négy fovel
3000 méteren, C-D és E-F kategoériakban harom fével 2000 méteren versenyeznek, szintén nemenként.
Egyesiiletenként egy valtocsapat kertiil értékelésre a Magyar Kupéaban. A vegyes valto versenyek nem keriilnek be
a Magyar Kupa pont értékelésébe. Pontszerzés szempontjabol kategoéridnként csak azok a versenyek vehetok
figyelembe, ahol az adott egyéni vagy valtd kategoridban legalabb két versenyz6 vagy valto részt vesz. Amennyiben
a kiilonbozo életkori kategoridkban a résztvevok 1étszama nem éri el a minimum kritériumot egy versenyen sem, a
Magyar Kupa Gsszesitett végeredménye nem értelmezhetd, nem hirdetiink végeredményt.

Egyéni pontozas:

Az egyéni kategoridkban négy versenyen lesz értékelés, igy egy versenyzo idealis esetben tizenkét alkalommal
érhet el helyezést. Az eredményeket a vilagkupa pontozasi rendszer pontjai alapjan regisztraljuk. Az elért
pontszdmok koziil maximum a legjobb kilencet vessziik figyelembe, és ezek Osszege alapjan alakul ki a Magyar
Kupa Gsszetett sorrendje. A tavok kozott nincs prioritas. Pontazonossag esetén a jobb helyezések dontenek, ha ez is
azonos, akkor a legjobb hosszitavon elért idé eredménye rangsorol.
